The Short Story Radio Romance Award 2011

Please follow these instructions carefully as we can only consider stories that have been correctly submitted.  We want you to give yourself the best chance possible in our competition – we sometimes get submissions from people who have not followed the guidelines and these stories cannot be accepted.  We have included a check list at the end of this document.  You may find it useful to print out the check list and refer to it before sending your entry.

Please do not copy and paste your entry into the body of an email or it will not be considered.  

Competition Rules 

Only submit your story if you agree to the following terms.  By submitting a story you agree to be bound by the competition rules and copyright terms stated below:

· writers of any nationality are welcome to submit a story, but the story must be written in English; 

· stories must fit into the theme of romantic fiction; 

· the story and characters must be fictitious; 

· the story must be written in either Times New Roman (font size 12) or Arial (font size 11), be single spaced and each page should be numbered;

· the total word count must be between 3,500 and 4,000 words,

· Each page must be numbered and contain the title of the story in the header or footer;

· Do not put your name on any page other than the cover sheet;

· stories should not contain expletives or content of an overtly religious, political, sexual or violent nature; 

· stories submitted for consideration must not have been published or broadcast previously (including but not limited to print, public performance, on-line or audio formats) and must be original pieces of work written by the writer who has submitted the story; 

· only the winning writer will be notified. No further correspondence will be entered into once work has been submitted.  If you do not hear from us within 4 weeks from the closing date (Monday, 15th  November 2010) please assume that on this occasion your entry has not been successful.  A list of the short-listed entries will be published on the Short Story Radio website;

· The judges' decision is final; 

· Writers may submit up to four stories for consideration; 

· Stories must not have previously been read, edited or appraised by short-list judge Pat Richardson;

· Stories cannot be altered or changed after they have been submitted;

· We reserve the right to make editorial changes to stories due to technical or practical circumstances arising out of the recording;

· Writers retain the copyright to their submitted story, regardless of whether or not it is chosen for broadcast. Copyright of the recording of the winning story remains with shortstoryradio.com, who have the right to unlimited broadcasts of each story on shortstoryradio.com and unlimited availability of each story by podcast, for a period of twelve months from the date of the first broadcast. Any further broadcast or use of the recording of a story can only be made by prior arrangement with and express permission of the writer and voice actor.

Submitting your story

You can send your story by email or by post, but please choose one option only and do not send your story by both email and post.

1. Submitting by email

Please follow these steps:

1. Please submit your short story using the cover page found on page 4 of this document;

;  Please do not send your PayPal payment to this email address, as it is not connected to a PayPal account.  Payments should be made following the instructions on the submission page (see point 4 below);

3. In the subject line of your email please write your name and the title of your story only;

4. When you have sent the email please proceed to the submission payment page at www.shortstoryradio.com/submit_romance.htm; 

5. The cost of submission is £7 per story;

6. In the instructions section of the payment page please write your full name and the title of your story, so we can match your submission with your payment.

2. Submitting by post

If you are paying by cheque, please include your cheque with your story.  If you are paying by PayPal, please write in the instruction box that you have sent your story by post.  Hard copies of stories cannot be returned.  After the judging period has ended all stories will be shredded and disposed of.

Payment

Online payment 

Online payment is by PayPal only, but you do not need a PayPal account to pay by PayPal. When you reach the PayPal payment page look for instructions to pay by credit card without a PayPal account. In the instructions section of the payment page please write your full name and the title of your story (and if you have sent your story by post say so here), so we can match your submission with your payment.

Postal payment

You may also pay by cheque. Cheques must be drawn on a British bank for £7 (British pounds sterling) and be made payable to "Wyndham Granite". Any cheques that do not match these instructions will not be returned and will be destroyed, so please follow the instructions very carefully. If you are sending your story submission by email, please also include a note of your name and story title with the cheque.
